Facility
Please note that Elbow Lake is a “pack in pack out” facility. This means that all

items brought to Elbow Lake including garbage must be taken with you when
you leave the facility.

Cabins

e Two bedrooms

e One room with bunk bed (one double & one single), one room with
double bed, one cot in closet

e Bedding is not included

e Dry kitchen including full sized fridge with freezer, countertop space,
cupboards, and shelves

e Sitting room

e Electrical outlets and lighting

e Full kitchen including dishes utensils, fridge, oven, barbeque, 4
stovetops, microwave and running water
e Sitting area
e Men’s and women’s washrooms including toilets, sinks and showers
e Water cooler with potable water *do not drink tap water*

Waterfront
e Beach front with swimming area

e Canoes, paddles, and PFD’s provided

e Nature museum

e Several hiking trails to choose from

e Basketball court & large field for activities

e Fire pit (Please do not bring your own wood as it could bring invasive
species to the facility. Fire wood is provided on site for S8 per bag)

Fishing Policy

e Catch and release fishing only, with barbless hooks and no live bait
permitted.

Dog Policy
e - Dogs are permitted but must be leashed at all times while anywhere on
the property
e Owners must pick up all excrement, even if off-path
e We only have two cabins that permit dogs, so please specify if you are
bringing a pet, so that you can be placed in one of those cabins.
e ' Dogs are not permitted in the Pavilion, Nature Centre, or SwWimming

Directions

e Head north on Division St/Perth Rd/Route 10 to N Shore Crescent in
Perth Road Village (~ 21.7 km)

e Turn right onto North Shore Crescent

e In~ 300 m, turn right onto North shore road

¢ In~5.8 km, turn left onto Hewlett-Packard Ln

e Follow the main road and follow signs for the “Main Pav” until you
reach the parking lot adjacent to the tennis/basketball court
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
